Many fair-goers look forward to purchasing
their fall scarecrows from our varied
creations. We hope that you enjoy
constructing your scarecrow display. You
may be as creative as you desire. Most of all,
we hope that you will have lots of fun!
Anyone is welcome to participate - so spread
the word! Scarecrows will be displayed for
sale on Friday, October 9, during the
Spaghetti Supper and at the “Fun Booth”
Saturday October 10, 2009.

SCARECROW Themes:

+ Your masterpiece can be made of a variety
of materials. (Please be sure and secure any
loose items or parts)

+ Your scarecrow should have a theme to
match one of the following categories:

1. A Traditional Scarecrow: These
scarecrows will be typically old-fashioned
figures that resemble the traditional
scarecrows that have been in fields and
gardens for centuries. This style is very
popular. Be sure to add your own flare!

2. Humorous Scarecrow: These
scarecrows should at a minimum evoke a

smile! Try thinking of current events,
storybook characters, cartoon figures, crazy
characters, holiday icons and figures, or
maybe a reflection of your organization, or
any out of the ordinary situations.

3. Historical Scarecrows: These
scarecrows will take on the look of a
historical character familiar to the general
public. Can be holiday icons and figures, or
movie, music, or public moguls, legends, etc.

+Remember, “scarecrows” (aka yard
displays) aren’t just for fall anymore! (i.e.
Santa, snowman scarecrow, Big Bad Wolf,
Little Red Riding Hood, Elvis, Uncle Sam,
Statue of Liberty, the Holy Family, etc.)

Importanht GGuidelines and
Information:

1. No heightrestrictions...the bigger the
better, the smaller the cuter! **(Two different
size PVC pipe frames will be available to
anyone who wishes to use them in their
creation - see diagram on back page.)

***The PVC pipe forms can be picked
up outside the school office or contact the
chair for other arrangements.

2. Each scarecrow must be capable of
standing or sitting on its own and
constructed to withstand outdoor weather.
(i.e. wind, rain, etc.)

3. All scarecrows must be “kid friendly” and
in good taste. Scarecrows will not be

displayed that reflect controversial or
inappropriate situations or message.
++St. Mary’s Fall Fun Booth Chairs
reserve the right to not display any
scarecrow that does not meet these
standards.

4. The use of sharp objects or flammable
items as part of the scarecrow is not
allowed. (Safety first!)

5. Please attach a 3”x5” index card with
the title of your organization, group or
individuals donor name. (Example: “The
Disco Dude” by the Crafty Girls)

6. St. Mary’s Fall Festival is not
responsible for any loss or damage to
scarecrows. Please take care in
constructing a sturdy scarecrow by
securing any loose items or parts.

7. The most important guideline is to
HAVE FUN!!! Use your imagination and
BE CREATIVE!
